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For the past four months, we
have delivered over 25,000
meals to our homebound recip-

ients throughout the Knoxville area,
plus over 2,000 meals to the people
who walk in each week.

Each Wednesday, we give emergency
food to those who are able to cook for
themselves. For the past four months,
we have granted over 2,400 requests
for emergency food and have given
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out over 5,000 bags of needed
items.

We want to take this opportunity
to thank God for our hard work-
ing, loving volunteers and our
very generous donors.
